Beavers cannot create dams in fast-flowing
water. They build in areas such as small streams
and ditches, and as a result, their impact on
larger river networks is minimal. Beavers also
create deeper channels, allowing the stream to
store more water, helping to prevent flooding,
while also recharging the
ground water table.
