Theatre & Drama Studies, offered jointly with Sheridan College, involves the study of plays, actors, theatres, designers and 
audiences from the classical Greek stage to the most modern experimental performance. We give students the opportunity 
to earn a two-year (equivalent) conservatory diploma in professional actor training from Sheridan within a Specialist degree in 
performance history and theory and dramatic literature from UTM. This high-powered combined program prepares students for a 
career on the stage or behind the scenes in the professional theatre world, or for drama teaching at the high school or university 
level.

2ND YEAR
Enrol in courses DRE200H5, 222H5; DRS221H5 and 
222H5.

Consider applying for Research Opportunity Program (ROP) 
courses DRE299Y and DRE399Y. Visit the EEU website 
for ROP Course Prerequisites. Attend the RGASC’s Program 
for Accessing Research Training (P.A.R.T.) to enhance your 
research skills.

Use the Career Learning Network (CLNx) to find postings 
for on- and off-campus work and volunteer opportunities. 

Work on-campus through the Work-Study program. View 
position descriptions on the CLN.

Do you have a professor you really like or connect with? 
Ask them a question during office hours. Discuss an 
assignment. Go over lecture material. Don’t be shy! Learn 
Tips On How to Approach a Professor available through the 
Experiential Education Unit (EEU).

Engage in programs like the Global and Intercultural 
Fluency Training Series (GIFTS) or learn about and prepare 
for a future UTM Abroad Experience through the IEC to 
strengthen and enhance your intercultural skill set, and 
learn about other cultures while sharing your own!

Explore careers through the CC’s Job Shadowing Program.

Talk to professors – they are 
potential mentors and references.  

3RD YEAR
Enrol in courses DRS321H5, 322H5, 325H5 and 326H5. Attain 1.0 
further DRE credit at the 300/400 level.

Throughout your undergraduate degree:

•	 use the Degree Explorer to ensure you complete your degree 
and program requirements.

•	 see the Office of the Registrar and the English & Drama 
Undergraduate Advisor.

Develop your skills as a playwright! Enrol in DRE363H5 for the 
opportunity to gain practical experience writing for the stage. 
Curious about careers in a Canadian repertory theatre? Enrol in 
DRE380H5 to study the Shaw Festival on-site in Niagara-on-the-
Lake. Interact with actors, directors, designers, and administrators.

Establish a professional presence on social media (e.g., LinkedIn).

Watch upper-year student theatre productions at the Beck Festival. 
Why not attend the UTM Film Festival? For details, follow the event 
@UTMFilmFest.

Earn credits overseas! Apply to study for a summer, term or year at 
one of 140+ universities. The English and Drama department has 
identified partners which are most relevant to our students. Speak to 
the IEC for details about Course Based Exchange, funding and travel 
safety.

What’s your next step after undergrad?

4TH OR FINAL YEAR
Enrol in courses DRS421H5, 422H5, 425H5 and 426H5. Attain 1.0 
further DRE credits at the 300/400 of which 0.5 must be at the 400 
level. Also attain an additional 2.0 credits in drama-related courses. 
View the Academic Calendar Notes section for course options.

Log on to ACORN and request graduation.

Become a part of a local theatre such as Meadowvale Theatre and 
the Company Theatre. Speak to the English & Drama Undergraduate 
Advisor for advice.

Sign up for DRE392 and create your own research, writing, and/or 
performance project with a faculty member.

Join a professional association. Check out Theatre Ontario, 
Playwrights Guild of Canada and the Canadian Institute for Theatre 
Technology.

Go to a conference such as the Professional Association of 
Canadian Theatres Conference.

Learn about working abroad. Read up on worldwide employment 
trends and industry outlooks through GoinGlobal. Attend the Go 
Global Expo. See if you are eligible for International Experience 
Canada.

Market your skills to employers. Get your resume critiqued at the 
CC.

FUTURE STUDENTS

Admission to UTM

All program areas require an Ontario Secondary 
School Diploma, or equivalent, with six Grade 12 
U/M courses, or equivalent, including English. 
The admission average is calculated with English 
plus the next best five courses. The approximate 
average required for admission is low- to mid-
80s. An audition is also required for admission 
consideration. More information is available at 
utm.utoronto.ca/viewbook.

NOTE: During the application process, applicants 
will select the Theatre & Drama admissions 
category but will not officially be admitted to a 
formal program of study (Specialist, Major, and/or 
Minor) until after first year.

Sneak Peek

Begin your acting career on the right foot. 
In DRS121H5 you’ll recieve Vocal, Physical, 
Textual, and Improvisational training. What is 
the relationship between a performance and its 
associated written text? Discover the techniques 
of dramaturgical analysis in DRE222H5.

Our students work on two to three productions 
per year in the Erindale Studio Theatre. In first 
and second year, production duties consist of 
backstage as well as technical and front-of-
house work. In third year, students advance to 
supporting roles, and further prove their abilities 
through the Junior project. In fourth year, 
responsibilities progress to mostly featured roles, 
and a dramaturgical study of the plays.
