The programs develop expertise in the areas of pedagogy 
and language skills development, psycholinguistics and language acquisition, bilingualism and multilingualism, sociolinguistics 
and cross-cultural communication, and teaching and learning. Certain courses focus on the teaching and learning of particular 
languages, while others are not language specific.

2ND YEAR
Enrol in courses FRE280Y5 (or equivalent), FRE225Y5, 
FRE240H5, FRE241H5, and FRE272Y5.

Throughout your undergraduate degree:

•	 see the Office of the Registrar and the Language

Use the Career Learning Network (CLNx) to find postings 
for on- and off-campus work and volunteer opportunities.

Do you have a professor you really like or connect with?

Engage in programs like the Global and Intercultural 
Fluency Training Series (GIFTS) or learn about and prepare 
for a future UTM Abroad Experience through the IEC to 
strengthen and enhance your intercultural skill set, and 
learn about other cultures while sharing your own!

Explore careers through the CC’s Job Shadowing Program.

3RD YEAR
For third year and higher, enrol in FRE382H5 and FRE383H5/ 
380H5. Attain 1.0 credits from FRE Language Teaching and 
Learning courses as well as 1.0 credits from LTL Language Teaching 
and Learning courses. View the Academic Calendar.

Consider applying for the Research Opportunity Program (ROP) 
course FRE399Y5. Visit the EEU website for ROP Course 		
Prerequisites. Attend the RGASC’s P.A.R.T. to enhance your 	
research skills.

Explore your interests. Do you want to help others learn French? 
Consider taking EDS325H5 which allows you to earn a course credit 
in addition to a placement opportunity as a RGASC Facilitated Study 
Group Leader.

Are you into promoting mindfulness and building community? 
Investigate the UTM Library Ambassador Program.

Establish a professional presence on social media (e.g., LinkedIn).

Admission to UTM

All program areas require an Ontario Secondary 
School Diploma, or equivalent, with six Grade 12 
U/M courses, or equivalent, including English. 
The admission average is calculated with English 
plus the next best five courses. The approximate 
average required for admission is mid- to high-
70s. More information is available at 
utm.utoronto.ca/viewbook.

NOTE: During the application process, applicants 
will select the Humanities admissions category, 
but will not officially be admitted to a formal 
program of study (Specialist, Major, and/or Minor) 
until after first year.

In 
FRE225Y5 you’ll examine different teaching 
approaches (behaviourist, audio-visual, 
communicative, cognitive and humanistic). 
Curious about the structure of French? Take 
FRE272Y5 to study the phonetics, phonology, 
syntax and semantics of modern French.
