Attend the 
RGASC’s Program for Accessing Research Training (PART) 
to enhance your research skills.

Use the Career & Co-Curricular Learning Network (CLNx) to 
find postings for on- and off-campus work and volunteer 
opportunities. 

Work on-campus through the Work-Study program. View 
position descriptions on the CLNx.

Do you have a professor you want to connect with? 
Ask them a question during office hours. Discuss an 
assignment. Go over lecture material. Don’t be shy! Learn 
Tips On How to Approach a Professor available through the 
Experiential Education Unit (EEU).

Participate in International Education Week and engage 
in programs like Global and Intercultural Fluency 
Training Series (GIFTS) to build on your leadership and 
communication skills in global citizenship.

To be competitive in the job market, it is 
essential that you can explain your skills 
to an employer.

Problem-solving: evaluate past and 
current records through problem-
based learning to assess the nature of 
institutions.

Creative Thinking and Leadership: learn 
content localization by working with 
qualitative and quantitative data in texts, 
reports, and materials; create exhibits. 

Research: locate and connect diverse 
forms of evidence through research 
projects, internships, and work 
experiences; learn translation and 
field research skills, and frame new 
perspectives in writing and peer teaching.

FUTURE STUDENTS
Admission to UTM
All program areas require an Ontario Secondary 
School Diploma, or equivalent, with six Grade 12 
U/M courses, or equivalent, including English. 
The admission average is calculated with English 
plus the next best five courses. The approximate 
average required for admission is mid- to high-
70s. More information is available at 
utm.utoronto.ca/viewbook.

NOTE: During the application process, applicants 
will select the Humanities admissions category, 
but will not officially be admitted to a formal 
program of study (Specialist, Major, and/or Minor) 
until after first year.

Sneak Peek
Hercules who? Take CLA204H5 and learn about 
the myths and legends of the Ancient Greek and 
Roman Mediterranean world in ancient art and 
literature. Women’s rights? Enroll in CLA319H5 
to learn about ancient women’s sexuality and 
socialization; their economic, religious, and 
political roles; and their creative production in 
the arts. What about reading Homer and Plato, 
Caesar and Vergil in the original languages? 
Acquire the skills to read ancient literature in the 
original Greek and Latin.

The UTM Classical Civilization program is unique 
as it focuses not only on Greece and Rome but 
also on regions these cultures were in contact 
with, such as Egypt and the Ancient Near East, 
allowing students to study cultural contacts and 
cultural change, as well as their contemporary 
relevance. Courses in Classics thus present solid 
grounding in material that is indispensable for 
the understanding of many other Humanities 
subjects and current social and political debates.

Our program provides training in knowledge-
based, skills-based, and mindset-based 
outcomes, such as close reading, writing, 
analytical thinking,  and the formulation of 
arguments, which you learn to hone and defend. 
All of this not only makes learning about the 
ancient world fun, but also offers a crucial 
foundation for discussing critical issues such as 
racism, equity, economy, and the environment.
